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25 'Ali reported: I was one whose prostatic fluid flowed readily and I was
shamed to ask the Apostle (_) about it, because of the position of his
daughter105. 1, therefore, asked Miqdad Ibn. al-Aswad and he inquired of
him (the Holy Prophet). He (the Holy Prophet) said: “He should wash his
male organ and perform ablution.”
Another version collected by Imam Al-Bukhari: The Messenger of Allah (_)
said: “Wash your sexual organ and perform ablution.”

Another version collected by Imam Muslim: “Perform ablution and rush

water over your penis.
Notes:
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26-‘Abbaad ibn Tameem reported from his uncle ‘Abdullah ibn Zaid that a
person made a complaint to the Apostle (_) that he entertained (doubt) as if
something had happened to him breaking his ablution. He (the Holy
Prophet) said: He should not return (from prayer) unless he hears a sound or

perceives a smell (of passing wind).
Notes:
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27- Narrated Umm Qais bint Mihsin that she took one of her sons, who had
not started eating (ordinary food) to Allaah’s Messenger (_) who took him
and made him sit in his lap. The child urinated on the garment of the
Prophet, (_) so he asked for water and poured it over the soiled (area) and

did not wash it.
Notes:
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28 Narrated ‘Aa’isha the mother of faithful believers: A child was brought to
Allaah’s Messenger (_) and it urinated on the garment of the Prophet (_) The

Prophet (_) asked for water and soured it over the soiled place.
Notes:
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29- Narrated Anas bin Maalik: A Bedouin came and passed urine in one
corner of the mosque. The people shouted at him but the Prophet (_) stopped

them till he finished urinating. The Prophet (_) ordered them to spill a

bucket of water over that place and they did so.
Notes:
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30- Narrated Abu Hurayrah: I heard the Prophet saying. "Five practices are
characteristics of the Fitra: circumcision, shaving the pubic hair, cutting the
moustaches short, clipping the nails, and depilating the hair of the armpits."
Notes:
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CHAPTER: GHUSL AL-JANABAH
DUE TO IMPURITY
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31- Narrated Aboo Hurayrah : The Prophet (r) came across me in one of the
streets of Medeena and at that time I was Junub. So I slipped away from him
and went to take a bath. On my return the Prophet (r) said, “O Aboo

Hurayrah! Where have you been?” 1 replied, “I was Junub, so I disliked to
sit in your company.” The Prophet (r) said, “Subhaan Allaah! A believer

never becomes impure.”
Notes:
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32- Narrated Hishaam bin ‘Urwa on the authority of his father: ‘Aaisha said,
“Whenever Allaah’s Messenger (1) took the bath of Janaaba, he cleaned his
hands and performed ablution like that for prayer and then took a bath and
rubbed his hair, till he felt that the whole skin of the head had become wet,
then he would pour water thrice and wash the rest of the body.” ‘Aaisha

further said, “T and Allaah’s Messenger (r) used to take a bath from a single

water container, from which we took water simultaneously.
Notes:
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33 Narrated Maimoona : Water was placed for the ablution of Allaah’s
Messenger (r) after Janaaba. He poured water with his right had over his left
twice or thrice and then washed his private parts and rubbed his hands on the
earth or on a wall twice or thrice and then rinsed his mouth, washed his nose
by putting water in it and then blowing it out and then washed his face and
forearms and poured water over his head and washed his body. Then he

shifted from that place and washed his feet. I brought a piece of cloth, but he

did not take it and removed the traces of water from his body with his hand.
Notes:
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34- Ibn 'Umar reported: Umar said: O Messenger of Allah, Is one amongst
us permitted to sleep in a state of impurity (i.e. after having sexual

intercourse)? He (the Holy Prophet) said: Yes, after performing ablution.
Notes:
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35- Narrated Um-Salama the mother of the believers: Um Sulaim, the wife
of Aboo Talha, came to Allaah’s Messenger (r) and said, “O Allaah’s
Messenger Verily Allaah is not shy of (telling you) the truth. Is it necessary
for a woman to take a bath after she has a wet dream (nocturnal sexual
discharge)?” Allaah’s Messenger (1) replied, “Yes, if she notices a

discharge.”
Notes:
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36-Narrated 'Aisha: I used to wash the traces of Janabah (semen) from the
garments of the Prophet and he used to go for prayers while traces of water
were still on it (water spots were still visible).218
The version in Sahih Muslim: (I simply scraped it off and he offered prayer,

while putting that on.)
Notes:
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37-Narrated Aboo Hurayrah : The Prophet (1) said, “When a man sits in

between the four parts of a woman and did the sexual intercourse with her

bath becomes compulsory.”
Reported Imam Muslim: “Even if there is no orgasm”.
Notes:
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38-Narrated Aboo Ja‘far Muhammad ibn ‘Alee ibn Al-Husain ibn ‘Alee ibn
Abee Taalib: While he and his father were with Jaabir bin ‘Abdullaah, some
people were with him and they asked him about taking a bath due to
janabah. He replied, ‘A Saa’ of water is sufficient for you.” A man said: “A
Saa’ is insufficient for me” then Jaabir replied, “A Saa’ was sufficient for
one who had more hair than you and was better than you (meaning the
Prophet (r). And then Jaabir (put on) his garment and led the prayer.
Narrated Jaabir bin ‘Abdullaah in another version: The Prophet (r) used to

pour water three times on his head.
Notes:
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39- Narrated 'Tmran bin Husain Al-Khuza'i: Allah's Apostle saw a person
sitting aloof and not praying with the people. He asked him, "O so and so!
What prevented you from offering the prayer with the people?" He replied,
"O Allah's Apostle! I am Junub and there is no water." The Prophet said,

"Perform Tayammum with clean earth and that will be sufficient for you."
Notes:
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40- ‘Ammaar reported: The Messenger of Allaah (r) sent me on an errand
and I had a seminal emission, but could find no water, and rolled myself in
dust just as a beast rolls itself. I came to the Messenger of Allaah (r) then
and made a mention of that to him and he (the Holy Prophet) said: it would
have been enough for you to do thus. Then he struck the ground with his
hands once and wiped his right hand with the help of his of his left hand and

the exterior of his palms and his face.
Notes:
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41- Narrated Jaabir bin ‘Abdullaah: The Prophet (r) said, “I have been given
five things which were not given to any one else before me.
1. Allaah made me victorious by awe, (by His frightening my enemies) for a
distance of one month’s journey.
2. The earth has been made for me (and for my followers) a place for
praying and a thing to purify (perform Tayammum), therefore anyone of my
followers can pray wherever the time of a prayer is due.
3. The booty has been made Halaal (lawful) for me yet it was not lawful for
anyone else before me.
4. I have been given the right of intercession (on the Day of Resurrection).

5. Every Prophet used to be sent to his nation only but I have been sent to all

mankind.
Notes:
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42- Narrated ‘Aaisha : Faatima bint Abee Hubaish asked the Prophet (r), “I
got persistent bleeding (in between the periods) and do not become clean.
Shall I give up prayer?” He replied, “No, this is from a blood vessel. Give
up the prayers only for the days on which you usually get the menses and
then take a bath and offer your prayers.”271
Another version has that the Prophet () said: “...So when the real menses
begins give up your prayers and when it (the period) has finished wash the

blood off your body (take a bath) and offer your prayers.”
Notes:
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43-Narrated ‘Aa’isha, the wife of the Prophet (r): Um Habeeba got bleeding
in between the periods for seven years. She asked Allaah’s Messenger (r)
about it. He ordered her to take a bath (after the termination of actual
periods) and added that it was (from) a blood vessel. But she used to take a

bath for every prayer (without being ordered by the Prophet (r).
Notes:
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44-Narrated ‘Aaisha: The Prophet (r) and I used to take a bath from a single
pot while we were Junub. During the menses, he used to order me to put on
an Izaar (dress worn below the waist) and used to fondle me. While in

I‘tikaaf, he used to bring his head near me and I would wash it while I used

to be in my periods (menses).
Notes:
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45- Narrated ‘Aa’isha : The Prophet (1) used to lean on my lap and recite

Qur’aan while I was in menses.
Notes:
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46-Mu‘aadha said: I asked ‘Aa’isha: What is the reason that a menstruating
woman completes the fasts (that she abandons during her monthly course),
but she does not complete the prayers? She (Hadrat ‘Aa’isha) said: Are you
a Harooriya? I said: I am not a Harooriya, but I simply want to inquire. She

said: We passed through this (period of menstruation), and we were ordered

to complete the fasts, but were not ordered to complete the prayers.
